Here we are into March and our Polio Plus Partners Cam-
paign ~ do you know what the plan is in your club? If you
don’t, JUST ASK!

The polio virus continues to rear its ugly head, particularly
in the endemic countries of Afghanistan, Nigeria, Pakistan
and India. As at February 27", there have been 19 global
cases of polio this year — 16 of them in the endemic coun-
tries and 3 of them in the non-endemic countries of the
Democratic Republic of Congo and Somalia. And remem-
ber...... these are children who are being diagnosed with
the polio virus.

A polio consultation of key stakeholders held in Geneva
on 28th February (including RI President Bill Boyd and
President-elect Wilf Wilkinson) reached broad consen-
sus to rapidly complete polio eradication. The urgent
consultation had been convened by

WHO Director-General Dr Margaret Chan. Further in-
formation on the outcomes of the consultation is avail-
able on http://www.polioeradication.org/meetings.asp.

Cumberland Rotarians Provide Portable Defibrillators

On Saturday, Cumberland Rotary President Dave Ste-
vens presented portable defibrillators to Cumberland Le-
gion President Rod Bond and Old Age Pensioners Or-
ganization President Evelyn Bowers. The defibrillators,
valued at $2,900.00 each, were purchased with funds
raised by the club at their Italian Dinner and Auction in
October.  Stevens announced that a third, Rotary-
sponsored defibrillator is slated to be installed in the
Cumberland Recreation Hall and that discussions are
currently underway with Darcy Walters, Manager of the
Comox Valley Sports and Aquatic Centres and Marlene
Oolo, President of the Sid Williams Theatre Society to
explore the possibility of installing a device at the Aquatic
Centre and one at the "Sid". A major participant at the
ceremony at the Customs House Presentation Centre
was Cumberland Ambulance Station Chief, Laurie Baird,
who was responsible for stimulating the Rotarians' inter-
est in purchasing and installing these life-saving devices
at locations in the community.

Using a mannequin, Baird demonstrated how simple
and straightforward the devices are to operate. She
showed that by simply lifting the cover, the machine be-
gan "talking" and providing clear, step-by-step instruc-
tions. "l am very excited about the Rotarians' initiative in
providing these defibrillators and in helping raise aware-
ness of the importance of installing them in locations were
numbers of people gather", said Baird. Baird noted that
the first ten minutes following a person's collapse due to a
cardiac arrest, are the most important for their survival.

Depending upon many factors, it may not always be
possible for para-medics or fire fighters to arrive in that
time with their own portable defibrillators. She pointed
out that it can take at least two precious minutes to make
a 911 call not counting the time it may take someone to
realize that a person needs help. She emphasized that
every minute of inaction reduces a person's chance of
survival by 10%.

The compact, state-of-the-art, portable defibrillators pro-
vided by the Rotary club weigh just 3 Kg (7 Ib) and con-
tain a battery with a five-year life that has sufficient en-
ergy to provide 300 defibrillating "shocks". Baird is part of
a committee developing recommendations to ease Pro-
vincial regulations currently in place regarding their
use. Baird, who is a qualified trainer has volunteered to
instruct people at the various locations on their operation
and in CPR.

Cumberland Rotary President Dave Stevens presented a
portable defibrillator to Cumberland Legion President Rod
Bond and Old Age Pensioners Organization President
Evelyn Bowers on Saturday.

Cumberland Ambulance Station Chief Laurie Baird dem-
onstrated the use of a portable defibrillator using a man-
nequin as Rotarians and members of the Cumberland
Legion and Old Age Pensioners Organization looked on
at a public awareness session held at the Customs
House Presentation Centre in Cumberland on Saturday.

Rotary Promotes Literacy:

Literacy in the Alberni Valley

Tom Weegar
English as a Second Language (ESL)
Program - Literacy Alberni

Literacy Alberni has been working with the BC Ministry of
Attorney General and the Minister Responsible for Multi-
culturalism to offer an English as a Second Language
(ESL) Program in Port Alberni. The ESL Program is a
volunteer-based one-on-one tutor program that matches
volunteer tutors with ESL learners. To date, the Program
has identified eight ESL learners and we are in the proc-
ess of matching them up with their corresponding tutors.

Literacy Now

In Port Alberni, a group of citizens passionate about liter-
acy issues has come together to form a broad, commu-
nity-based literacy group to take advantage of the provin-
cial government’s program to assist communities with
literacy planning. The group is now calling themselves
LEAP Now! (Literacy and Education for Alberni People
Now!) and they have recently submitted a proposal to the
provincial government for $10,000 to assist with the liter-
acy planning process. The intent of this planning process
is to develop a comprehensive, broad-based community
literacy plan that addresses literacy needs throughout the
stages of life (“cradle to grave”). LEAP Now! Hopes to
hire a Community Literacy Facilitator in early March 2007
and have the literacy planning project complete by June
2007.

New Horizons for Seniors Funding — Literacy Alberni
Literacy Alberni has recently heard news that they will be
receiving HRDC funding through the New Horizons for
Seniors Program. This funding is intended for a project
called Port Alberni Seniors Training for Literacy (PAST for
Literacy). The goals of this project are to allow seniors to
contribute their skills, experience, wisdom, and knowl-
edge to the acquisition of literacy and numeracy by liter-
acy learners, and to promote seniors involvement in a
volunteer tutoring and mentoring program in Port Alberni.
PAST for Literacy will allow seniors to participate as vol-
unteer tutors and mentors and to address literacy issues
in the Alberni Valley. Through this program, seniors will
be able to serve as both one-on-one tutors and as in-
structors of small groups of learners. The program is in-
tended to begin in March 2007.

We continue to expand on our tutoring program at Lake-

view Elementary, a program we first started in 1992. We
have roughly a dozen volunteers at present, and are
shooting for twenty. In addition, our weekly speakers are
given a children's book, which they sign. We then do-
nate the book to the school library at Lakeview, in that
speaker's name. We are also now in the middle of buy-
ing dictionaries for the entire fourth grade class there.

We emphasize our support of the school systems each
month by recognizing two students of the month, and two
teachers of the month. They are honored at our weekly
meeting with a plaque, recognition at the meeting, and
recognition in the local newspaper.

Community: It came to our attention that the Vancouver
Island Navy League of Canada was in need of training
manuals for the 9 - 13 year old cadets. The manuals as-
sist in the learning process and are used for the full time
the cadet is with the organization. The cadets participate
in numerous fund raising activities but the association is
only able to provide a few manuals shared by all ca-
dets. After speaking with the Administration Officer, iden-
tifying costs, and the multiple benefits of each cadet own-
ing their manual our club has agreed to sponsor the Navy
League Cadet Corps Admiral Martin. The cost is $30.00
per manual, the benefit to each cadet is immeasurable.

International: Our club has received a proposal identify-
ing the need for a computer to assist in educating under-
privileged children.
